Providing YOY Volume & Value comparisons, this page also allows you to review your split of
business by Category, and measure your performance against the market. In addition, the
report details your supplier share within the categories you trade, and shows category
numeric & weighted distribution for the top 20 SKU’s based on their volume performance over
the last 13 weeks.

Share Tracker

The Share Tracker page enables the user to view movements within a specified category in
an instant.

This Reporting tool shows share of a selected category over a selected time period by using
the filters at the top of the page.

By using these filters you can see sub category share of category, sub sub category share of
sub category and sku share of sub sub category.

Sub categories or sku’s are ranked by share size and can be filtered to show the top 10 or
more lines.

The Above sample shows sku data share of Semi Skimmed Milk for both volume and value.



Product Contribution

The Product Contribution page gives an immediate insight into the key drivers within your
selected market.

Use the filters to show the movements within your selected market over a selected time
period.

The chart in the middle of the page will show if the market is driven by four indicators: Growth
products, New Products to the market (New) Declining Products and Lost products.

Under the four market drivers (shown in the outside tables) you can then define which skus
(or sub category) are contributing to growth, New, Decline and Lost based on a share of that
total.

This table can be filtered between value and volume as well as the top ten or all products.
